Five Cedarville area artists have signed 
on to create wall murals in the Cedarville 
Museum that will illustrate various 
scenes relative to the village’s history. 
 
Dan Edler, Harlan Corrie, Roger 
Goodspeed and Duane Smith will each 
illustrate one of the four 55 inch by 74 
inch panels on the south wall in the sec-
ond floor north room that is now under 
restoration.  Next year this room will be 
available for historical society programs. 
 
Pamela Barton will use her artistic talents 
to create a history time line on the upper 
portion of the north wall in the first floor 
south room.  This room has been used for

Heating, Cooling Now in 
2nd Floor North Room  
Lemanski Heating and Cooling, Freeport, 
has completed installation of a heating 
and cooling system in the museum’s sec-
ond floor north room.  The room will be 
used for programs freeing the first floor 
south room for exhibits.  The system 
utilizes an outdoor heat pump and a sin-
gle quiet wall mounted fan inside.  The 
system can be easily expanded if needed.
