Jail to Get F acehft

The nineteenth century West Cherry
Street building that served as Cedar-
ville’s village hall and jail for many years
and its 1976 addition will get a major
facelift this summer.

The Cedarville Area Historical Society
board at its July meeting voted to spend
$5,500 to replace with metal the entire
roof of the three section building. Cur-
rently, the roof of the 1890 structure is
metal; the roof of the 1976 addition is
shingled. The historical society bought
the building from the village several
years ago for one dollar.

Funds for the roof and replacement of
facia boards will come from a $10,000
bequest by the late Cathryn Hartman
Lydon who died in 2013. Bader Con-
struction Co., Freeport, will do the work.

Besides replacing the roof, the board
plans to repaint the building’s exterior
and to make minor repairs to the exterior
and interior of the building. Much of this
work will be done by volunteers.

Simpson’s talk will include the forces
responsible for the current appearance of
the county and the forms of life that pre-
ceded man.

57-year-old Simpson spent three years
after high school traveling in the wilder-
ness of Canada and Alaska where he
developed a deep interest in geology. He
earned a bachelors degree in geology
from the University of Montana in 1983
and a masters in 1985. After several
earlier teaching positions, he came to
Highland in 1987.

That part of the structure built in 1890 is
on a 26 foot lot purchased by the village
for $25 from members of the John
Wright family. Wright was an original
partner with John Henney, founder of
Cedarville’s successful Henney Buggy
Co. which by 1890 had already moved to
Freeport. The lot was part of the former
buggy company site on the northeast
corner of Mill and Cherry streets.

The original building was intended to be
a village meeting place, but it also con-
tained two jail cells. It is believed that
before 1890 the village occupied space
above the former Henney plant, paying
$2 a month. An 1890 warrant indicates
the village paid John Oswalt $148 for his
part in the construction. Perhaps he was
the general contractor.

The 1976 addition was built as part of the
United States bicentennial celebration.

Attached to the 1890 building is a small
lean-to that served as a home for the wvil-
lage’s first fire fighting equipment, a
pumper pulled by several men.

After the building was no longer being
used by the village, it was rented by the
Cedarville Area Historical Society as a
museum, a role it played until the current
museum, the former 1889 village school
opened a dozen years ago.

Cole as Douglasxs

Cole’s Stirring Presentation
Of Douglass Wows Audience

Freeport historian Steve Cole had the Cedarville
Museum audience mesmerized with his July 15 in-
terpretation of Frederick Douglass’s pre-Civil War
speech in the old Stephenson County courthouse in
which he attacked federal government legislation
that he claimed permitted slavery to be extended
into Kansas and Nebraska. Douglass had been in-
vited to speak by local abolitionists Oscar Taylor,
Dexter Knowlton and John Addams.

Abandoned for al-
most a decade after the death of his wid-
owed daughter Bethel Penticoft, the once-
stately two story frame house on the
southeast cormner of Cedar and Cherry
streets, is being restored by the current
owner. Fink, a blacksmith like his father,
was an avid musician and is often credited
with starting the first village band.

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Elwood Wardlow, 90, Dies

Elwood “Woody” Wardlow, 90, a mem-
ber of the Cedarville Area Historical
Society, died June 28 in Sarasota, F1.

Woody was a newspaper editor and jour-
nalism teacher for 41 years. He and his
wife of 64 years, Rosemary, retired to
Sarasota in 1990. He spent his career at
newspapers and schools in Illinois, New
York and Virginia.

Born in Freeport, Il., he was graduated
from Freeport High School in 1941,
worked as a supervisor at MicroSwitch
for two years and then served in the .S,
Army Air Corps from 1943 to 19435,

He is survived by his wife, a daughter
Ann, several grandchildren, a great-
granddaughter and his brother Merle. A
daughter Jane died in 2010. His ashes
will be interred in the Sarasota National
Cemetery for Veterans.
